45 degree angle).

. - Intermediate difficulty slopes with grades commonly ranging from 25% to 40%.
These slopes are mostly groomed and usually among the most heavily trafficked.

- Amongst the most difficult on the mountain. Black Diamond trails tend to be steep
(typically 40% and up) and may or may not be groomed.
